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Course Description

Legal Considerations in Health Care is oriented to health professionals and administrators who have not had
significant prior academic exposure to law-related issues. The scope of coverage will include: liability of
health care professionals and institutions including managed care organizations, structure of health care
enterprises, regulatory issues, antitrust, administrative law, corporate, business and labor law, civil liability,
tax-related issues, legal issues relevant to administration, decision-making, and planning process.

Course Prerequisites

Students must be enrolled in a School of Public Health MHA program. Alternatively, students may take the
course with consent of the instructor.

Learning Objectives

To familiarize health professionals and administrators with a variety of complex legal issues and processes
so that they may integrate this knowledge with problem solving activities.

Methods of Instruction and Work Expectations

This course employs group discussion and case analysis techniques in order to allow students to evaluate

legal problems and strategies.
