1. Please submit a resume and statement of interest by email, mail or FAX no later than December 20, 2008.  
Your resume should include the following information:

· Your employment history including your current title and employer

· A brief description of your current job responsibilities or program focus
· Your country of origin/nationality
Statement of interest
· Please prepare a double spaced, one-page, explanation of your long-term career goals and interest in global leadership in food systems and animal/public health and how your participation in this program will advance those goals. 

2. You will be notified by email no later than January 5, 2009 whether you are conditionally awarded the scholarship or placed on the alternate list.  
3. The scholarship will be applied to your tuition.  If you are conditionally awarded the scholarship, you must confirm your intent to participate by payment of the remainder of the tuition by January 19, 2008 in order to hold your place in the course. 

4. Scholarship recipients must agree to contribute to a blog that will be posted to the program website at the conclusion of the program.
